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Maintenance Report

As many of you are
aware, the Bent Creek
Homeowners Association
hired Mutchie Tree Care
to trim all the trees in the
circles of Bent Creek. 1
am happy to report that
they finished trimming
the trees in mid February
and the improvements to
the circles look great.

Also, the re-roof of the
Park Pavilion is now
complete. We no longer
need to worry about the
wood shingles falling off
and hurting someone.
The re-roof was com-
pleted by Woodward
Construction at the be-

ginning of July. If you
haven't bee
park lately, please take a
look at the pavilion next
time you are there.

Furthermore, the Home-
owners Association has
hired the Electric Com-
pany of Omabha to repair
the lights at 1627 and
Blondo Street. This re-
pair has warranted a new
line to be trenched under
the street to the center
neighborhood marquee
sign. The work on this is
in progtress as the trench-
ing needs to be sched-
uled. Keep an eye out for
the entrance sign to be lit

up again shortly.

Finally, after working
with the City Parks De-
partment, the Neighbor-
hood Association has
found that the Park
Equipment will need to
be painted by a profes-
sional painter due to the
nature of the existing
paint on the equipment.
At this time, the Associa-
tion has decided to hold
off until next year due to
the cost. Next year the
Association plans on so-
liciting competitive bids
to paint the equipment
and applying for a grant
to help with the cost.
