
Dear Neighbors, 

Welcome to the March 

edition of the Bent Creek 

Neighborhood Newslet-

ter.  Over the past few 

years, I have had received 

several commonly asked 

questions and as a result, 

I thought it would be a 

good idea to share some 

of these questions and 

answers with you.  

Q:  Are the neighborhood cove-

nants still in effect? 

A:  Yes, the neighborhood cove-

nants are in effect until May of 

2017 when the 30-year term 

expires. 

Q:  May I have a satellite dish? 

A:  Yes, the neighborhood asso-

ciation allows for satellite dishes 

that are approximately 18ó di-

ameter or smaller and that are 

mounted in a location that does 

not create a nuisance. 

Q.  How long may I have my 

camper or boat parked out in 

front of my house? 

A.  You may have a boat, 

camper or trailer parked in front 

of your house for no more than 

twenty (20) days within a calen-

dar year.  Beyond that time, they 

must be in an enclosed structure, 

such as a garage. 

Q.  How long can I have a 

dumpster in my driveway? 

A.  The homeowners association 

treats dumpsters the same as 

boats, campers and trailers.  

Dumpsters can only be used for 

no more than (20) calendar days 

within a year. 

Q.  May I keep my trash cans 

outside? 

A.  No, trash cans must be 

stored in the garage or screened 

from view except for pickup days. 

I hope you find these 

questions and answers 

useful in the future. 

As you will notice after 

reading the rest of this 

newsletter,  we have a lot 

of things going on in the 

neighborhood over the 

next few months.  Please 

mark these important 

dates on your calendar 

and watch for reminders 

on the website and en-

trances.
